COURSE DESCRIPTION (3-4 Sentences) 


Violence is a leading cause of death in this nation.  Unlike many other causes of illness and death, violence disproportionately affects the young.  However, public health efforts to address this problem have only developed recently. LEARNING OBJECTIVES OR COMPETENCIES OF THE COURSE














The goals of this course are 1) to familiarize students with the public health approach to violence, including surveillance, risk group identification, risk factor analysis, and program implementation/evaluation, and 2) to use that conceptual framework to discuss some specific content areas.  We will focus on interpersonal violence (assault and homicide, firearm-related violence, youth violence, sexual assault and intimate partner violence), as well as self-directed violence (suicide and suicide attempts).
